Students
are nominated by schools or community youth programs that recognize promising music students
who may be on the free or reduced lunch programs at their schools. MusicLink teachers
volunteer to teach on partial to full scholarship, agreeing to teach a student for as long as that
child wishes to learn music. Local programs seek assistance for resources such as music,
instruments, and materials through local businesses with some grant assistance from the
MusicLink Foundation.
